Of course this is a favorite category here at Dunvegan Nursery! T. cordifolia is a parent
of our introductions since 1990 and we now offer 13 selections. Why the rella mania?
Well it really is not in fact, but rather a way to apply this plant in multiple applications
and design texture and color applications. It's available as a mixed seed generated
array (50 cell plug tray) of plants grown from our own seed of open pollinated plants.

We also have 2 fine cultivars from the work of Charles Oliver: ‘Lace Carpet’ & ‘Elizabeth
Oliver’. ‘Lace Carpet’ has exquisite small foliage, runners grow well, and it makes and
excellent groundcover. ‘Elizabeth Oliver’ makes a smashing clump with lovely blooms.
We also have Jim Plyler’'s excellent find ‘Running Tapestry’, which is an industry
standard and speaking of standards...

From our own “kitchen”, we offer ‘Brandywine’, ‘Laird of Skye’, The Rivers Series:
‘Delaware’, ‘Lehigh’, Octoraro’, ‘Susquehanna’, ‘Wissahickon’, and soon the Diva-rellas.
A Tiarella for every occasion! The Diva-rellas and Rivers Series have performed well in
many sites. Looking ahead, we plan to bring back ‘Winterglow’ in fall 2010 as it's a
great plant with 12 months of interest (snow permitting), good for the environment and
great in gardens.
